® The global and local age-standardized prevalence rate of
Parkinson disease per 100,000 was 106.28 and 100.6,
respectively.

® |ts occurrence is less common before the age of 50, but as
individuals grow older their risk increases.

® Males carry a greater risk of developing Parkinson disease than
females.

® There is no clear cause of the disease, but several genetic and
environmental risk factors play a role.
